It must be appreciated that the above is a bid for funding and 
implementation will depend upon the level of funding 
approval by the Welsh Assembly Government.
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Trafnidiaeth Canolbarth Cymru (TraCC) is the Regional 
Transport Consortium for the Mid Wales region. TraCC is 
made up of the counties of Ceredigion, Powys and part of 
Gwynedd (the former Meirionnydd district) and includes 
parts of the Snowdonia and Brecon Beacons National 
Parks. The consortium seeks to work together and with 
partners to deliver improvements to the transport system 
of the TraCC region.

What is the Regional Transport Plan? 
It is a document that will be submitted to the Welsh 
Assembly Government for funds to implement a range of 
transport projects. The Regional Transport Plan has 
developed transport policies and identified a range of 
transport schemes that will benefit the residents, business 
and visitors to Mid Wales.
